6. Please note that retrospective claims will not be accepted.

7. The Registry at your DTC institution will also need to approve any extension for fieldwork: therefore the relevant DTC Administrator at your DTC institution will be informed about your application for Overseas Fieldwork Funding. 
8. You will be informed of the outcome of your application within 28 days of submission.
